1. The Jose Rizal Memorial State University, through the Corporate Budget for the
Contract approved by the governing Board for the year 2019 intends to apply the sum
of One Million Thirty Two Thousand Ninety Nine Pesos( Php 1,032,099.00) being
the Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) to payment under the contract for Supply
and Delivery of Nursing, Engineering & Criminology Books for the JRMSU Main
Campus Library, PR No0.19-05-0187. Bids received in excess of the ABC shall be
automatically rejected at bid opening.

2. The Jose Rizal Memorial State University now invites bids for the Supply and Delivery
of Nursing, Engineering & Criminology Books for the JRMSU Main Campus
Library, PR N0.19-05-0187. Delivery of the Goods is required forty-five(45) calendar
days after receipt of Notice to Proceed. Bidders should have completed, within the last
three(3) years from the date of submission and receipt of bids, a contract similar to the
Project. The description of an eligible bidder is contained in the Bidding Documents,
particularly, in Section Il. Instructions to Bidders.

3. Bidding will be conducted through open competitive bidding procedures using a non-
discretionary “pass/fail” criterion as specified in the 2016 Revised Implementing Rules
and Regulations (IRR) of Republic Act (RA) 9184, otherwise known as the “Government
Procurement Reform Act”.

Bidding is restricted to Filipino citizens/sole proprietorships, partnerships, or
organizations with at least sixty percent (60%) interest or outstanding capital stock
belonging to citizens of the Philippines, and to citizens or organizations of a country the
laws or regulations of which grant similar rights or privileges to Filipino citizens,
pursuant to RA 5183.

4. Interested Bidders may obtain further information from the Jose Rizal Memorial State
University, Main Campus and inspect the Bidding Documents at the address given
below from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.

Section II1. Instructions to Bidders



General

SCOPE OF BID

1.1.

The Procuring Entity named in the BDS invites bids for the supply and
delivery of the Goods as described in Section VII. Technical Specifications.

1.2. The name, identification, and number of lots specific to this bidding are
provided in the BDS. The contracting strategy and basis of evaluation of
lots is described in ITB Clause 28.

SOURCE OF FUNDS

The Procuring Entity has a budget or has received funds from the Funding Source
named in the BDS, and in the amount indicated in the BDS. It intends to apply part
of the funds received for the Project, as defined in the BDS, to cover eligible
payments under the contract.

CORRUPT, FRAUDULENT, COLLUSIVE, AND COERCIVE PRACTICES

3.1

Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the Procuring Entity as well as the
bidders and suppliers shall observe the highest standard of ethics during the
procurement and execution of the contract. In pursuance of this policy, the
Procuring Entity:

(@) defines, for purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as
follows:

(i) “corrupt practice” means behavior on the part of officials in
the public or private sectors by which they improperly and
unlawfully enrich themselves, others, or induce others to do

the benefits of free and open competition.

(ili)  “collusive practices” means a scheme or arrangement
between two or more Bidders, with or without the knowledge
of the Procuring Entity, designed to establish bid prices at
artificial, non-competitive levels.

(iv)  “coercive practices” means harming or threatening to harm,
directly or indirectly, persons, or their property to influence
their participation in a procurement process, or affect the
execution of a contract;

(V) “obstructive practice” is

(aa)  deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering or
concealing of evidence material to an administrative
proceedings or investigation or making false
statements to investigators in order to materially
impede an  administrative  proceedings  or
investigation of the Procuring Entity or any foreign
government/foreign  or international  financing
institution into allegations of a corrupt, fraudulent,
coercive or collusive practice; and/or threatening,
harassing or intimidating any party to prevent it from
disclosing its knowledge of matters relevant to the
administrative proceedings or investigation or from
pursuing such proceedings or investigation; or

(bb) acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the
inspection and audit rights of the Procuring Entity or
any foreign government/foreign or international
financing institution herein.

(b) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder
recommended for award has engaged in any of the practices
mentioned in this Clause for purposes of competing for the contract.

Further, the Procuring Entity will seek to impose the maximum civil,
administrative, and/or criminal penalties available under applicable laws on
individuals and organizations deemed to be involved in any of the practices
mentioned in ITB Clause 3.1(a).

Furthermore, the Funding Source and the Procuring Entity reserve the right
to inspect and audit records and accounts of a bidder or supplier in the
bidding for and performance of a contract themselves or through
independent auditors as reflected in the GCC Clause 3.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

All Bidders found to have conflicting interests shall be disqualified to
participate in the procurement at hand, without prejudice to the imposition
of appropriate administrative, civil, and criminal sanctions. A Bidder may
be considered to have conflicting interests with another Bidder in any of the
events described in paragraphs (a) through (c) below and a general conflict
of interest in any of the circumstances set out in paragraphs (d) through (g)
below:

@) A Bidder has controlling shareholders in common with another
Bidder;

(b) A Bidder receives or has received any direct or indirect subsidy from
any other Bidder;

(©) A Bidder has the same legal representative as that of another Bidder
for purposes of this bid;

(d A Bidder has a relationship, directly or through third parties, that
puts them in a position to have access to information about or
influence on the bid of another Bidder or influence the decisions of
the Procuring Entity regarding this bidding process;

(e) A Bidder submits more than one bid in this bidding process.
However, this does not limit the participation of subcontractors in
more than one bid;

U] A Bidder who participated as a consultant in the preparation of the
design or technical specifications of the Goods and related services
that are the subject of the bid; or

(9) A Bidder who lends, or temporarily seconds, its personnel to firms
or organizations which are engaged in consulting services for the
preparation related to procurement for or implementation of the
project, if the personnel would be involved in any capacity on the
same project.

In accordance with Section 47 of the IRR of RA 9184, all Bidding
Documents shall be accompanied by a sworn affidavit of the Bidder that it
is not related to the Head of the Procuring Entity (HOPE), members of the
Bids and Awards Committee (BAC), members of the Technical Working
Group (TWG), members of the BAC Secretariat, the head of the Project
Management Office (PMO) or the end-user unit, and the project consultants,
by consanguinity or affinity up to the third civil degree. On the part of the
Bidder, this Clause shall apply to the following persons:

Government owned or —controlled corporations (GOCCs) may be eligible to
participate only if they can establish that they (a) are legally and financially
autonomous, (b) operate under commercial law, and (c) are not attached
agencies of the Procuring Entity.

Unless otherwise provided in the BDS, the Bidder must have completed a
Single Largest Completed Contract (SLCC) similar to the Project and the
value of which, adjusted, if necessary, by the Bidder to current prices using
the Philippine Statistics Authority (PSA) consumer price index, must be at
least equivalent to a percentage of the ABC stated in the BDS.

For this purpose, contracts similar to the Project shall be those described in
the BDS, and completed within the relevant period stated in the Invitation to
Bid and ITB Clause 12.1(a)(ii).

The Bidder must submit a computation of its Net Financial Contracting
Capacity (NFCC), which must be at least equal to the ABC to be bid,
calculated as follows:

NFCC = [(Current assets minus current liabilities) (15)] minus the value
of all outstanding or uncompleted portions of the projects under ongoing
contracts, including awarded contracts yet to be started, coinciding with
the contract to be bid.

The values of the domestic bidder’s current assets and current liabilities
shall be based on the latest Audited Financial Statements submitted to the
BIR.

For purposes of computing the foreign bidders’ NFCC, the value of the
current assets and current liabilities shall be based on their audited financial
statements prepared in accordance with international financial reporting
standards.

If the prospective bidder opts to submit a committed Line of Credit, it must
be at least equal to ten percent (10%) of the ABC to be bid. If issued by a
foreign universal or commercial bank, it shall be confirmed or authenticated
by a local universal or commercial bank.

In case of imminent danger, injury or death of the worker,

It shall be the sole responsibility of the Bidder to determine and to satisfy
itself by such means as it considers necessary or desirable as to all matters
pertaining to the contract to be bid, including: (a) the location and the nature
of this Project; (b) climatic conditions; (c) transportation facilities; and (d)
other factors that may affect the cost, duration, and execution or
implementation of this Project.

The Procuring Entity shall not assume any responsibility regarding
erroneous interpretations or conclusions by the prospective or eligible
bidder out of the data furnished by the procuring entity. However, the
Procuring Entity shall ensure that all information in the Bidding Documents,
including bid/supplemental bid bulletin/s issued, are correct and consistent.

Before submitting their bids, the Bidder is deemed to have become familiar
with all existing laws, decrees, ordinances, acts and regulations of the
Philippines which may affect this Project in any way.

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and
submission of his bid, and the Procuring Entity will in no case be
responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of
the bidding process.

The Bidder should note that the Procuring Entity will accept bids only from
those that have paid the applicable fee for the Bidding Documents at the
office indicated in the Invitation to Bid.

Bidders are encouraged to attend the pre-bid conference to ensure that they
fully understand the Procuring Entity’s requirements. Non-attendance of
the Bidder will in no way prejudice its bid; however, the Bidder is expected
to know the changes and/or amendments to the Bidding Documents as

To assist in the evaluation, comparison, and post-qualification of the bids, the
Procuring Entity may ask in writing any Bidder for a clarification of its bid. All
responses to requests for clarification shall be in writing.

Unless the BDS allows partial bids, bids
not addressing or providing all of the required items in the Schedule
of Requirements including, where applicable, Schedule of Prices,
shall be considered non-responsive and, thus, automatically
disqualified. In this regard, where a required item is provided, but no
price is indicated, the same shall be considered as non-responsive,
but specifying a zero (0) or a dash (-) for the said item would mean
that it is being offered for free to the Procuring Entity, except those
required by law or regulations to be provided for; and

(b) Arithmetical corrections. Consider computational errors and
omissions to enable proper comparison of all eligible bids. It may
also consider bid modifications. Any adjustment shall be calculated
in monetary terms to determine the calculated prices.

Based on the detailed evaluation of bids, those that comply with the above-
mentioned requirements shall be ranked in the ascending order of their total
calculated bid prices, as evaluated and corrected for computational errors,
discounts and other modifications, to identify the Lowest Calculated Bid.
Total calculated bid prices, as evaluated and corrected for computational
errors, discounts and other modifications, which exceed the ABC shall not
be considered, unless otherwise indicated in the BDS.

The Procuring Entity’s evaluation of bids shall be based on the bid price
quoted in the Bid Form, which includes the Schedule of Prices.

Bids shall be evaluated on an equal footing to ensure fair competition. For
this purpose, all bidders shall be required to include in their bids the cost of
all taxes, such as, but not limited to, value added tax (VAT), income tax,
local taxes, and other fiscal levies and duties which shall be itemized in the
bid form and reflected in the detailed estimates. Such bids, including said
taxes, shall be the basis for bid evaluation and comparison.

If so indicated pursuant to ITB Clause 1.2, Bids are being invited for
individual lots or for any combination thereof, provided that all Bids and
combinations of Bids shall be received by the same deadline and opened
and evaluated simultaneously so as to determine the Bid or combination of
Bids offering the lowest calculated cost to the Procuring Entity.
